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1Memory Storing Basics: 	

a)  The video and photos you take with the 
CamShades will be stored on the included 4 GB Micro SD card.  
This card will hold approx. 2 hours of video. 
b)  When the memory is full, you need to then copy the video to your 
computer and then erase the video off the card and more video can 
then be stored on the card. 
e)   Only pull out the microSD card when the device is turned off to 
avoid data loss or damages to the device or microSD card. 
Note: If you use another micro SD Card you may need to format the 
card before using. Check the instruction manual that 
came with your card for full details. 

Battery Life:  
a) Charge the battery using USB cable or using the included AC 
adapter. Usually a full charge requires 4-5 hours. A full battery will 
record for approx. 100 minutes. 
b) The red LED light on the charger will blink when the device is 
recharging and will turn solid  when the battery is fully charged. 
c) If you haven’t used the device for a long period of time, 
recharge the battery first before using it. 
d) It is better to charge the battery in power-off mode for faster 
recharge.  Do not charge it over 12 hours. 
e)to conserve power the CamShades will power down after 1 minute 
in stand by mode.

4. View/Copy the Recorded Video and Still Pics  
Open the “DCIM” folder to view the recorded videos. Then open the 
“100Media” file Note: Video files open with your default video player. Files 
are saved in .avi  video file format. Still Pics are in JPG files. 
Left click on the file you want to view.  To save the file…Right click on the 
file name then click copy.  Then right click onto a folder or drive that you 
want to save the file to and click “paste”.  Once you are sure the file is 
saved to your PC you can then delete the file from the CamShades folder to 
free up space for more recording.  You can then burn the saved video to a 
DVD or upload it to the internet. 

1.  Turn ON the Device First:  Turn the device 
OFF.
